Program Overview

The typical program leading to the Doctor of Pharmacy degree requires two or more years of
pre-professional study at an undergraduate college, followed by four years at an accredited school of
pharmacy. Although the pre-professional study can often be completed in two years, an increasing
percentage of students entering pharmacy schools complete more than two years of undergraduate
study.

Currently over two-thirds of the students entering pharmacy programs nationwide have three or more
years of pre-professional study and over one-third have earned bachelor’s degrees. More than two years
of pre-professional study can improve the chances of being admitted to a pharmacy program and can
improve preparation for pharmacy school coursework. Entrance requirements vary among pharmacy
schools, so students are urged to determine as early as possible the requirements of the schools to which
they intend to apply.

Pre-pharmacy students should contact the pre-pharmacy advisor early in their first year so that an
appropriate schedule of courses may be planned.
